IOSH Managing Safely Re-certification
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Duration: 1 day

It is well recognised by all parties that time can erode both knowledge and skill. 

To overcome this, IOSH are now recommending that delegates who took the full IOSH Managing Safely course within the last three years should sit a re-certification course prior to the end of their three-year period. IOSH are recommending that those who took the full course more than three years ago undertake the full four-day course.
The Managing Safely Recertification course will acquaint delegates with the significant changes to health and safety practice since their original course and is designed to be participative, the course will conclude with a short 30-minute examination.

The course covers how to manage a range of common hazards, by applying common principles and includes methods to identify different types of human failure and introduce solutions to reduce these incidents.
