IOSH Managing Safely Re-certification

It is well recognised by all parties that time can erode both knowledge and skill. To overcome this, IOSH have designed the IOSH Managing Safely Re-certification course to refresh and update IOSH Managing Safely certificate holders.
The Managing Safely Recertification course acquaints delegates with the significant changes to health and safety practice since their original course and is designed to be participative. The course concludes with a short 30-minute IOSH examination.

The course covers how to manage a range of common hazards, by applying common principles and includes methods to identify different types of human failure and introduce solutions to reduce these incidents.

On conclusion of the course delegates will have a refreshed and updated understanding of the legal requirements for continued success with health and Safety Management.

There is a multi-choice assessment at the end of the course, which delegate must pass in order to achieve re-certification.
As with all our courses, this course can be tailored to suit organisational requirements, for instance the course can be spread over a convenient time span, such as over four consecutive days, or one / two days per week.
