Manual Handling Instructor & Assessor Re-certification
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Course duration: two days
Has your Manual Handling Instructor & Assessor (MHIA) certification lapsed?
Re-certificate with this 2 day training course - revisit old knowledge, get up to date with latest developments and refresh your training skills.
The course is of two days duration, concluding with a written examination and a presentation / demonstration of "Base Movement" by the delegate. 

Trained and knowledgeable manual handling instructors / assessors are an essential element in any organisation’s strategy to reduce handling injuries at work. The oasys training courses encompasses lifting and handling within a framework of safe or safer movement patterns and focuses upon a technique known as “base movement”.

 

The techniques used are founded in kinetics and follow the guidance offered by Professors Stephen Pheasant & David Stubbs, professors of Ergonomics with the Robens Institute at the University of Surrey.

 

This course is open to delegates who attended and successfully passed a MHIA course within the last 3 years. Those who wish to renew their MHIA certificate more than three months after the 3 year limit should call to discuss, prior to booking on the course. 
MHIA certificates are awarded to delegates who successfully pass the course written examination, which tests the delegates underpinning knowledge.

Delegates will also deliver a 15-minute training session on a manual handling topic.
